	I would recommend Maureen Bell's Herdsa Guide on Peer Observation Partnerships (2005) if you are using peer review of teaching as a framework for your induction program.

This year I moved away from a core text (such as Biggs & Tang, 2007), have been highly selective about articles and excerpts from texts that we use, and thus have pared down considerably the amount of resources we provide for participants. We offered only three articles per topic, and made those articles the focus of the learning activities for that session. This approach has been well received by our Foundations participants, and I found it more satisfying from a facilitator's perspective too. It seemed to better facilitate discussions about issues and concepts within that literature, and they were not overwhelmed.

The Resources sub project group of the ALTC Preparing Academic Teachers in Higher Education (PATHE) project will be identifying resources for Foundations programs as we indicated at the recent JCU event.
